Christmas trees, a chicken pox epidemic, two
southern spinsters, and 10,000 outdoor Christmas lights
and you've got the recipe for a fun-filled and
touching production filled with holiday cheer. Into this
bucolic world comes Jamie, a kid who has run as far
away from home as his money would take him. At first
he thinks the town’s inhabitants are *nuttier than
fruitcakes," but he soon comes to admire and
appreciate this nutty little town.

We're pleased to be bringing our version of
Fruifcakes,by Julian Wiles, to the CVFT stage.
Fruitcakes is a moving story of alienation,
understanding, and reconciliation, providing
audiences with a heaping helping of holiday warmith.
Fruitcakes is a celebration of small-town life. Against
the small fown backdrop, the play focuses on the
drama of Jamie, a young tfeenaged runaway and
Mack, a grandfatherly figure who's estranged from his
own son. During a Christmas season of confusion,
hurt, and loneliness, they find the strength in each
other to reach out to those they love most. Fuifcakes
also touches on how chance encounters change our
lives. As Miss Alice notes in the play, “"Perhaps we're
all angels.”

Primary roles in the show include Mack, a 60-
something man who owns a Christmas tree lot, and
Jamie, a 12-14 year old runaway boy from a nearby
city. Other lead roles include the Dantzler family
(Beebo, a policeman, and his wife Betty Jane,
daughter Sally, and son "Little Beebo”), Miss Sarah
and Miss Alice, two 80-something spinster sisters. There
are also many other roles for chiidren, ages about 7 to
12, in a Christmas pageant, as well as numerous other
townspeople. Auditions will be held October 9th and
10th.

The play will be performed in one act,
and will last approximately 90 minutes. The show runs
for 7 public and 2 school-day performances,
December 7th-10th at the Chaska Community Center
Theater. Tickets go on sale in October.
